The high-profile naval exercise was
hosted by the US in 2018, off Guam in the
Philippine Sea;and by Japan in 2019 offits
own coast. “[Malabar 2020] is expected to
be held in the Bay of Bengal and the
Arabian Sea later this year,” stated the MoD.
